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. Foreword

The Factory Operation Census was first introduced in 1980 and is
conducted every year in the second quarter. It is targeted at factories which
have already registered before the end of the year and before the onsite
survey is due to take place. When it coincided with the Industry, Commerce,
and Service Census in 1982, 1987, 1992, 1997, 2002, 2007, and 2012, it was
suspended to reduce the load on surveyed factories.

The main aim of this survey is to correct the basic information of
registered factories and inspect actual operating conditions so as to, where
necessary, solicit correction(s) of current records and/or announce
cancellation for factories that have stopped operating, shut down, relocated,
or undergone other noteworthy changes. This helps foster a comprehensive
industrial management and counseling system.

After digitally compiling and processing the data, this survey was
published under the title “2010 Factory Operation Census Report” (before
2008 known as the “Industrial Census Report™). In addition, the basic
information of factories is published in the “Directory of Factory by
Industry” as a reference for relevant agencies and sold to the person who
need. For the convenience of internet users, a database has been established
on the “Economic Statistics On-Line Enquiry System of the Ministry of
Economic Affairs” (https://2k3dmz2.moea.gov.tw/gwWeb/) to provide
services free of charge.

Sincere thanks are due to the industrial administrators at the county and
city level who actively promoted the survey, to the inspectors, who spared
no effort in completing their demanding work, and to the participating
factory owners, who provided detailed and accurate data. Without them, this
survey could not have been completed on schedule. It is likely, however,
that some errors and omissions may be present in the content due to the
enormous workload and large amounts of data which had to be processed. If
any user, expert, or scholar feels so inclined, please do not hesitate to
contact us. Any suggestions or corrections would be gratefully appreciated!
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I1. Survey Detalls

A. Implementation of the Factory Operation Census

1. Legal basis: This survey is conducted pursuant to the Statistics Act and
the Factory Management Act.

2. Objective: To correct the basic records of registered factories and inspect
production and actual operating conditions for use in industrial plans,
management, and counseling purposes.

3. Scope and Targets:

Factories that are set up and officially approved in the Taiwan-Fujian
Area before the end of the year and before the survey is due to take
place, including those that have completed temporary registration
pursuant to Article 34 of the Factory Management Act, are included in
the survey. This survey is conducted based on location. Companies with
two or more factories must have each factory examined separately. Units
solely responsible for management or marketing that are not based in the
same location are not included in the survey.

4. Items:

(1) Basic information: Registration number, name of factory, address,
telephone and fax numbers, name of factory owner, government
uniform invoice number, industry code, etc.

(2) Names of principal products, supplies, and raw materials
(3) Production, shipment, and inventory of each product

(4) Operating conditions of factory: year-end number of employees,
year-end inventory of products finished, year-round operating
revenues, year-round operating expenditures (including personnel
salaries, supplies, raw materials, fuels, electricity bills, water bills,
outsourcing expenditures, and other operating expenditures)

(5) Amount of investment in fixed assets increased in specified year
(6) Money spent on technology transfer in specified year

(7) Research and development funding in specified year
(8)



5. Survey Period and Time of Data Reported

Once a year (excluding years in which the Industry, Commerce, and
Service Census is conducted)
Survey Period: June 1 — July 15 (Survey Year)

Time of Data Reported: Static data is based on the conditions
recorded on December 31 of the data year.
Dynamic data is based on the year-round
number of the data year.

6. Survey Implementation Period and Schedule:

(1) Planning and designing: January — February (Survey Year)

(2) Preparation of factory list on file: Survey data is transcribed and
recorded between March and April of the Survey
Year into the factory list on file.

(3) Selection of surveyors: Completed by mid-March of the Survey
Year

(4) Production and distribution of survey forms and appendices:
Completed by the end of April of the Survey Year

(5) Survey workshops: Conducted by the end of May of the Survey Year
(6) Survey period: June 1 — July 15 (Survey Year)

(7) Examination and submission: Survey results are examined by July
20 of the Survey Year and submitted to the
Department of Statistics, Ministry of Economic
Affairs.

(8) Data analysis: Preliminary data analysis is completed by the end of
November of the Survey Year. Final statistical
results are reviewed and published in March of the
following year.

7. Editing of factory list on file: Basic information of registered factories
is provided by the Industrial Development Bureau, Ministry of
Economic Affairs, and the factory list on file is made by the
Department of Statistics, Ministry of Economic Affairs.

8. Methodology: The entire population is surveyed. Forms can be
completed either online or in questionnaire. Surveyors are dispatched
by the industrial/commercial authority of each county or city to conduct
inspection on site, check information, and retrieve the form. All forms,
whether in electronic or questionnaire formats, must include a stamp
from the factory or company for posterity.

9. Processing Method: Emphasis is placed on computer processing. Manual
processing shall only be supplemental.
1.Manual processing: Form examination and numbering; error
detection and correction; result check, evaluation, and analysis
2.Computer processing: Data entry; error detection and correction;
calculating classification; report printing
