In line with the amendments 1o the
Budget Law announced and promuolgated on October 29, [998, according w Article 12 of the new
Budpet Low. the governmental fiscal yvear has been changed from being based on o July system (ie..
beginning on July | of each year and ending on June 30 of the following year) to being based on
the calendar year (Le., Janmary | to December 31 of each year). FY200) is' from July 1, 1999 1o
December 31, 2000 includes this 18- month penod.
